Group, so the Board agreed to hold off on a motion until the next meeting, due to lack of
quorum.

Trustee McMartin-Eck said she and Dave Saleh will be meeting to finalize the
Court Audit by the end of January.

Board members were reminded of the upcoming meeting with the attorney
regarding the Police Union. Deputy Mayor lanni gave some direction as to the location.
