HISTORICAL HIGHLIGHTS by AL - 200 YEARS AND COUNTING

Theyear2012is animportantyearin CorfuQsistory. Pembrokebecamea Town on June8, 1812.
(Corfu wasfirst settledin 1807,thencalledLongO<orners) A few daysafterthe Town of Pembroke
was formed, the OWar of 18120 began.

TherearethreeOWarof 1812Cveteransuriedin EvergreerHill Cemeteryin the Village. Theyare
JohnLong (oneof our founders) Jamed.ong andSolomonDow. Theyear1812sawthefirst marriage
in Longs Corners(Corfu) betweenAnseil Hastingsand Polly Long. Thefirst businessn the Village
also opened that year when KinneOs Tavern opened. This building still exists at 29 West Main Street.

One hundredyearslater, in Juneof 1912, the Village had the worst fire in its history. The
downtownfire destroyecdine businesseéncludingthe PostOffice), the FiremenOBleetingroomsand
two living quarters.For awhile therewasfear that they would lose the whole downtownareaof the
Village.

Many eventsare plannedthis summerto celebratethe Town of PembrokeOBicentennial. The
celebratiorstartedn May with anArt Showatthe PembrokeHigh School,celebratingocal authorsand
artists, past and present.

Theofficial OpeningCeremonytook placeJuned" atthe Town Park. This eventfeaturedfood, free
live entertainmentWar of 1812re-enactorsa saluteto our Veteransanda giantfireworks show. Both
these events were well attended.

It featured
live entertainmenby PembrokeCommunityBandandOGlenrColtonOSummerFun ShowOlt wasfun
for all!

On August11™ therewill beafree SquareDanceat the CommunityCenterin Corfu (116 EastMain
Street) from 7:00 B 10:00pm. Live music will be provided by OGary Burdick and the SundownsO.

SeptembeB™ is the annualBrick HouseFair from 10:00amP4:00pm. It will featureits usualarray
of food, demos crafts,displays,a bakesale,farmersmarketand Chineseauction. Therewill alsobe
free live entertainment by the Community Band, Craig Wilkins and the Alexander FiremenOs Band.
